Youth/Intermediate/Young Men & Women/ Open & Masters — Four events including
relays.

Athlete Check-In/Packet Pick-Up:

Athletes must check in prior to the start of the track & field events on Friday at the
Broadway Inn or Saturday morning at Big Sky High School. Packet pick-up and bib
numbers will be available Friday evening 6 — 8 p.m. at the Broadway Inn and Saturday
morning at 8:00 a.m. at Big Sky High School. There is no late registration on



Saturday of the championships! Athletes may register late prior to start of the
championships on Friday evening at the Broadway Inn. However, athletes may not
register on Saturday morning prior to the start of the competition. Athletes will be
checked for pre-registration events, USATF membership number, and birth certificate.
Normally, check-in is a “long-line process”, especially just prior to start of the meet, so
athletes/coaches, should plan accordingly. Check-in will start Saturday morning at
8:00 a.m. sharp!

Track & Field Venue Information

The Big Sky High School track & field venue is a 400-meter, ten lane, all-weather
surface with 48” wide lanes. Athletes should provide their own implements with check-
in and weigh-in at the track facility equipment room.

Competition shoes will need 1/8 pyramid spikes. No needle spikes will be allowed. The
track facility will be available for use by athletes to practice beginning Friday, June 13,
2008 at 4:00 p.m. during the multi-event competition. There are locker room facilities
located at the complex. Concession stand will be open.

Spectator Admission:

Spectator admission will be $3.00 on Saturday. Confirmation of entrant’s name on the
participant’s list at the main gate will admit competitors free. Children under 10 are free.
There will be no coaches’ passes without a valid 2008 USATF card. Coaches must show
their USATF membership card for free admittance.
